Reading Requirements for 7th grade 

Accelerated/Gifted Teams

Reading is an integral part of the academic curriculum. In accordance with   national and state standards, our accelerated students will be required to read 25 books  for the 2013-2014   academic year. Gifted students will be required to read 30 books.  Students will begin reading this summer with the completion of 5-6 books.  Books read should come from  any grade level appropriate reading. Students will choose one of the books to complete an independent reading report.(sample model is attached)  Students should list the book title/author of the other 4-5 books.  Only  ONE (1) written report is required.  A parent/guardian’s signature is required to verify the reading of the books. The completion of the books will count as a project grade for the first semester in Language Arts.  The amount of books completed and the quality of work will be graded by a rubric when students return from summer vacation.  The readings and report are due  September 5, 2013.

I liked the suspenseful scenes.  I could not put this book down for a second. Overall, I loved it and would improve the book by changing the character of Jacob. I would like to see him more mature.

1-androgynous – neither clearly masculine nor clearly female in appearance.
p. 456- The body under the cloak which was darker, almost black- was slim and androgynous.

2-cataclysmic-a violent upheaval that causes great destruction or brings about a fundamental change.

p.201 -I was like a lost moon-my planet destroyed in some cataclysmic, disaster-movie scenario of desolation-that continued, nevertheless, to circle in a tight little orbit around the empty space left behind, ignoring the laws of gravity.
3-coalescing – to blend or come together.

p.325 –Dark Silver fur blew out from the boy, coalescing into a shape more than five times his size – a massive, crouched shape, ready to spring.

4-masochistic-a willingness or tendency to subject oneself to unpleasant or trying experiences.

p. 154 – Some rebels are masochistic and love to get into messes.

5-puce –a dark or brownish purple; a deep red to dark grayish purple.

p. 545-His eyes bulged; this face turned puce.
